Mother of Two 
slaughtered in road

N AUGUST 17th  Mrs Bridget Driscoll was knocked down and killed by a motor car.    The accident occurred on the terrace in the grounds of Crystal Palace when Mrs Driscoll was struck down by a car, which had been described  by witnesses as travelling at an excessive speed....

The year was 1896 and Mrs Discoll became the first person to be killed on Britain’s roads by a car.  The car’s speed was just 4 mph and the Coroner said, “this must never happen again”.  Since then 500,000 have died and 30,000,000 have been injured.  This equates to a Boeing 747 crashing, killing everyone on board, every month for over a century.  This is just for Britain too and omits those injured!

It is not just those who are killed, or injured who are affected either.  Remember their family and friends, others who were involved in the accident and were not physically hurt plus those who clear up the debris. They all are changed by this experience too.

Let’s assume each person has eight close relatives and friends, (not that many really):-

30.5 M times 8 = 244 Million relatives

this is:-

2.44 Million per year,
plus the 305,000 killed and injured gives,
2.745 Million affected in all or,
4½% of the population of Britain each year.

The effects of a road traffic accident don’t just last for a year either.  The loss of a loved one or the results of an injury can be with you for life.
